City of Melbourne

· Boosting renewable energy to decarbonise Melbourne’s electricity supply.

· Our target is 25% of Melbourne’s electricity from renewable energy

· 1,300,000 Megawatts per hour = 720 Megawatts of solar photovoltaic
Can we do it on our rooftops

· 20 Megawatts of renewable energy generating capacity could be installed on Melbourne’s commercial rooftops

· But this is a small fraction of what’s required – most of our renewable energy will need to come from large-scale wind, or solar installations upstream.

Outside of Melbourne

· 700 Megawatts of solar PV

· 7 x AGL’s Broken Hill 

· 100 Megawatts solar farms

or

· 520 Megawatts of wind turbines

· 1.25 x MacArthur wind farms

Mixed generation

· 390 Megawatts of wind

· 180 Megawatts of solar

It’s achievable

· 34% of google’s energy in 2013 was from renewable sources

Additional incentives

Accelerated depreciation – Federal Government
· All small businesses will get an immediate tax deduction for any individual assets they buy costing less than $20000. (Currently, the threshold sits at $1000)*.

Tax discount for unincorporated businesses – Federal Government
· The Government will also provide a 5 per cent tax discount to unincorporated businesses with annual turnover less than $2 million from 1 July 2015*.

Small-scale Renewable Energy Scheme – Federal Government
· Eligible small-scale renewable energy systems are entitled to a number of small-scale technology certificates (STCs).

· A 10Kilowatts solar system is entitled to a $6726 rebate at today’s trading rate per STC*
