Stage 2: Landscaping Works - August to December northern bank.

Landscaping works will include the expanded lawn
area, new seating along the river’s edge, accessible
pathways and wider stairways, an improved
meeting place for Aboriginal cultural tours and the
reinstatement of indigenous vegetation.

The park will be closed when final landscaping
works commence for stage 2 in August.

How will this affect you?

e All works will be carried out during
standard working hours, Monday to Friday.

e Demolition of the plinths is expected to be
noisy however not likely to have an impact
on surrounding businesses or residents.

¢ Park users are asked to follow signage in
place during the construction period.
