Did you know?

City of Melbourne worked with the Kensington
Community Children’s Co-Operative (KCCC) to
reuse logs from trees that were removed at the
start of the project as playground furniture.

To make room for the new Kensington
Community Aquatic and Recreation Centre, we
had to remove some existing trees, whose logs
can now be found at the KCCC. We’re planning
to replant all the trees, as well as 10 additional
trees in line with our Urban Forest Strategy.
