The Lady Huntingfield Early Years and Family
Services Centre is slowly taking shape with the
completion of the underground foundation works
and geothermal bores. Above ground works have
commenced with the footings, sub-floor walls and
columns under construction.

As part of the passive cooling strategy of the
building, we are constructing a sub-floor partially
filled with basalt rocks in an innovative way to help
pre-cool incoming air, particularly in the summer
months.
