When the policy applies

The policy applies to developments for office, retail, education and accommodation uses. It is applicable to new buildings and to the refurbishment of existing buildings for office, retail, education and accommodation use.
What the policy requires

The policy requires applications to be accompanied by an Environmentally Sustainable Design Statement demonstrating that the building has the preliminary design potential to comply with the Objectives, Policy and Performance Measures.

Where the Performance Measures specified in the policy are met all other requirements of the policy will be deemed to be satisfied. In which case, an Environmentally Sustainable Design Statement will consist of:

· a report under each heading in this table 
· design elements that contribute to the sustainability of the building shown on the town planning drawings.

Where the Performance Measures specified within the policy are not met, an Environmentally Sustainable Design Statement will consist of:

· a report under each heading this table 
· design elements that contribute to the sustainability of the building shown on the town planning drawings.

· a written statement demonstrating how the development meets the Objectives (Clause 22.19-2) and Policy (Clause 22.19-3).
